	Session 1 (Pavilion 6, Room 1)
Youth in the Prosperity of Cities. State of the Urban Youth Report 2012 -2013

The findings of the State of the Urban Youth Report 2010/2011 clearly showed that inequality, unequal opportunities as well as the related issues of employment and underemployment are by far part of the greatest challenges faced by urban youth in the 21st century. From the report, it was clear that the formal sector in the developing world is not able to provide adequate employment opportunities for young people seeking work and livelihood. The inability of national and city economies to create adequate numbers of quality jobs is one of the root causes of economic and social exclusion and a significant root cause of informal economies. When young people in urban areas do find jobs, they are often in family-owned businesses, in small and low-productivity firms, in domestic employment or in the informal economy – all of which offer low incomes and little or no labour protection. Despite these disadvantages, cities do offer ways of improving the skills and knowledge of youth employed in low-income jobs or of those looking for jobs (UN-Habitat, 2010).
   Second, it was established that the degree of outcome inequality that defines youth exclusion or inclusion in urban life is highly related to the (un)equal opportunities that occur in successive life stages.

Session 2 (Pavilion 6, Room 2)
Youth climate Change and Green jobs: From a post Rio +20 perspective.

Climate change is now recognized as one of the key challenges of the 21st century. The future of hundreds of millions of people in urban areas across the world will be affected by the different impacts such as weather related disasters, food and water insecurity. Women and children suffer the most when floods, drought, windstorms and landslides happen with many of them being rendered homeless and livelihoods destroyed. Furthermore, climate change will increase the vulnerability of urban economic assets by destabilizing the access to resources and subsequently the cost of doing business. On the other hand, climate change mitigation and adaptation measures offer significant opportunities to create employment in green economy sectors such as sustainable energy, transport and buildings, ecological infrastructure, and sustainable agriculture. It should be emphasized that many green sectors have higher employment multiplier effect than less green alternatives. Combined with the huge demand for the development of sustainable urban strategies and for the implementation of sustainable infrastructure and living conditions in urban areas to make cities more resilient against the impacts of climate change, this opens up a variety of new opportunities concerning green jobs for the urban youth. 

The session will focus on discussing how climate change affects the urban youth and their environment; highlight the impacts of climate change on the employment sector and its potential of green jobs for youth.

· The dialogue provides a platform for peer to peer learning based on the experiences and knowledge of the attendants;

· By identifying good practices and new approaches the dialogue will broaden up the horizon for new perspectives concerning youth and green jobs.

Session 3 (Pavilion 6, Room 3)
Information Communication Technologies youth and Urban Governance 

Three trends are changing the world we live in. Firstly, information and communication technology (ICT) has become widespread. One third of the world’s population was online in 2011 and 62% of users were in developing countries. A staggering 6.1 trillion SMS were sent in 2010, averaging approximately 200,000 per second. The second trend is that just as ICT usage has grown, so has the percentage of the global population that is youth. There is an estimated 1.2 billion youth worldwide between the ages of 15-24; 87% of these (1 billion) live in developing countries, and 8 in 10 live in Africa and Asia. It is estimated that as many as 60% of all urban dwellers will be under the age of 18 by 2030. The third trend is that of urbanization – the majority of humankind now lives in cities, and in many countries the urban population is increasing daily. We have seen the dramatic changes that can occur when these trends merge - sweeping societal transformation that can recast the relationship between citizens and their governments. Yet, there is still tremendous scope to investigate on this powerful process in the development world. 

This session seeks to explore the potential for improved urban governance that has arisen from the intersection of these three big trends – youth, ICT and urbanization: and to identify priority areas of support and innovations for enhancing youth inclusive in urban governance through the use of ICT. 
Expected Outcomes

· An expected outcome of this initiative is an increased dialogue and knowledge sharing among stakeholders in the fields of ICT, youth and urban governance. 

· A final outcome of this session is the establishment of a network and/or future partnerships between local governments and youth representatives in utilizing ICT in service provision and policy design.

Session 4 (Pavilion 6, Room 4)
'Youth Employment, Entrepreneurship and Social responsibility: The development of initiatives for Urban Youth 
Many private individuals have realized the need for Social Responsibility. This is especially so in the Middle East following what is now popularly referred to as the Arab spring. The events made it quite clear that to create stable governance and growth, it is essential to engage young people. As it is, developing cities are now younger than ever and this youthful population is the best educated ever. It is essential that these youth feel a sense of ownership of their city now and into the future.

One way to engage this population is through social responsibility.  This implies that the youth have responsibilities, in so much as states should ensure the civil rights of their citizens or those corporations should respect and encourage the human rights of their employees and that citizens should abide with written law. The youth in cities have a major role to fight against social evils by helping each segment of society and to contribute for social as well as a city’s economic development. This would automatically lead to improvement of youth social skills, higher levels of civil awareness and the improvement of the quality of life and the quality of the city’s economic infrastructure.
 This dialogue session is intended to engage youth, local authorities, CSOs and other partners in efforts to listen to and respond to society through socially responsible actions and activities.

	Session 5 (Pavilion 6, Room 1)
Engaging Youth in Urban Water & Sanitation 

Access to safe water and sanitation is a major challenge facing many communities in the developing world. Although some progress has been made towards meeting the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) targets for Water and Sanitation (watsan), because of the rapid urbanization and increase in the number of urban poor, the number of urban residents using unimproved water sources or without improved sanitation facilities has actually increased between 1990 and 2010 (UNICEF, WHO, 2012). This session will analyze global situation and trends in urban watsan services and the role of youth in improving access to watsan, particularly for the urban poor. A panel consisting of policy makers and youth leaders in the sector will present case studies that highlight examples where youth have made a difference in ensuring access to sustainable water and sanitation services, and suggest ways to scale up such practices.

 
The session will aim to provide policy makers and youth with the opportunity to discuss and deliberate on issues of urban water and sanitation within the context of the theme for the Sixth Session of the World Urban Forum, ‘The Urban Future’.

Session 6 (Pavilion 6, Room 2)
Sports as a catalyst for change and development; Harnessing the potential of sports in urban futures 

Governments and private organizations have long been using sport as a tool in global development because of its potential to transform lives in unique and powerful ways. In fact, there are few areas in development where sport cannot be used as a platform to strengthen communities and improve lives. However, maybe the most important contribution of sport is that it can bring about social change. Through role models, sports can promote leadership and reach out to youth. Adding an educational message to sports or sporting events can raise awareness on societal issues. Sport can reach a much larger audience and can be used as a powerful platform for youth development, to create jobs, encourage school attendance, improve people’s health, support the economic development, promote gender equality, and raise sustainable urban development awareness. Thus, it’s believed that sport has the power to change the world, create hope where once there was only despair, speak to youth in a language they can understand and laughs in the face of all types of discrimination.  
Moreover, well-designed sport policies at the local, national and international level can contribute to achieving international development goals, including the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) and Habitat Agenda. 

The session will focus on analyzing the role of sports in harnessing sustainable development; and its catalytic role causing social change.

Session 7 (Pavilion 6, Room 3)
Building Safer cities with and for young people. Strategies to improve the quality of life for urban young people 

The Safer Cities Programme of UN-Habitat has over the past 15 years focused on an approach that targets prevention interventions focused on the transition between childhood and adulthood; that enhance young people as resources to be developed and not problems to be managed. Young people now represent the majority of the population in many low- and middle-income cities, and addressing their specific vulnerabilities in the urban environment is vital to any action seeking a cumulative improvement in citizen security. The disturbance and erosion of social cohesion by pervasive violence in neighbourhoods exposes youth to increased risks. Young people, especially young men, are acutely affected by the stresses of life in the informal city, as well as by social breakdown, erosion of community control, and other effects of violence and insecurity. This session will engage young people in a conceptual framework for the inclusion of art in multidisciplinary actions to prevent violence in youth at risk and on the other hand, show the need for young people not to be addressed as a homogenous entity based on their lifestyles, circumstances and behaviours that require different measures including different ways of addressing youth employment.
The session aims to present and discuss city policies and community practices that have positively transformed young people in situations of risk and approaches that enhance values of citizenship among young people in urban areas

Session 8 (Pavilion 6, Room 4)
Youth Employment, Trade and Job Creation
The global youth population has risen to 1.2 billion, with majority of these youth residing in developing countries (UN-Habitat Youth Report 2010/2011). While the global youth population has risen by 10.5% over the past decade, youth employment has only grown by 0.2%, which has resulted in a vast numbers of unemployed youth both in the developing and developed economies. According to the International Labor Organization (ILO) young people are three times more likely to be unemployed than adults and over 75 million youth worldwide are looking for work. In recent years, the impacts on the world economy caused by structural reforms, technology advancements and globalization have further severely hampered youth employment. According to the ILO 2012 Report on "World Youth Employment Trends", the global youth unemployment rate under the age of 25 rose to a new high of 12.7%. These figures are projected not to improve before at least 2016. This session will analyze global employment trends situation and the role of local, national, and the private sector in generating jobs particularly for the urban youth. 

The session will aim to explore ways of generating employment opportunities for youth especially in urban areas.

	Session 9 (Pavilion 6, Room 1)
Equitable access to land - Strengthening youth engagement in providing tenure security for all

Land tenure for all is a central issue in the dialogue for creating equitable and prosperous cities. Conventional urban planning and land administration has proven to be inefficient in preventing shrinking public spaces, incorporating the continuum of land rights and ensuring inclusion of social groups, such as youth, in decision making processes. Youth represent both a target group for land access and drivers of change within the land sector. The range of land rights that youth require in the city can be clustered as: economic rights of land for livelihoods; work, economic assets, income generation and access to services; social rights of land for shelter and family life, education, recreation and sports, parks and health facilities; cultural rights such as land for community events, religious practices, entertainment and cultural/arts events and civil and political rights such as land allocated for youth projects, information, meeting places and advocacy. A resent scoping study conducted by The Global Land Tool Network (www.gltn.net) has highlighted that there is a significant gap in literature and research on youth dimensions of land, in particular by youth themselves. 

This session will highlight key aspects of the Youth-Land connection through a series of discussants with their specific entry points. Create awareness about the importance of youth dimensions to land

The expected outcome is recommendation on how to strengthen youth engagement to promote tenure security and the continuum of land rights.
